ABSTRACT: Informatiile prezentate in aceastd publicatie completeaza rezultatele
obtinute in cadrul proiectului european ”Development education and awareness raising”
(Sincerely Food) implementat, in colaborare, de citre organizatii neguvernamentale din
Letonia, Croatia, Bulgaria, Estonia si Romania, sub coordonarea Institutului
Consumatorilor din Lituania. Prin acest studiu, autorii i5i propun sid contribuie la
diseminarea invatdrii globale in termeni de educatie non-formald, si promoveze
dezvoltarea de cunostinte, abilitati si aptitudini, pentru tranzitia cdtre modele de
consum sustenabile, contribuind, astfel, la educarea complexd a consumatorului, sub
deviza dezvoltdrii durabile.

CONTEXT

Aceastd publicatie a fost conceputa de cdtre autori, pe baza studiilor si

ARGUMENT

Prin utilizarea sintagmei , Educatie globali” autorii si-au propus sd
evidentieze caracterul universal al teoriilor, metodelor si aplicatiilor
dezvoltate in contexte pedagogice non-formale, in vederea dezvoltarii de
abilitati si aptitudini comune cetdtenilor europeni, esentiale pentru o
societate durabila.

Transpunerea in practici a educatiei globale se poate realiza prin
implementarea acelorasi strategii educationale non-formale, in mai multe
tari simultan, dar adaptate la contextul istoric, social si cultural educational
al fiecdreia.



Educatie globala in contexte pedagogice non-formale

Identificarea si analizarea experientelor precedente, a metodelor,
studiilor de caz si a celor mai bune practici descrise in literatura universala
reprezintd un fundament pentru promovarea educatiei globale, in contexte
pedagogice non-formale (Andronache, Bocos & Chis 2013).

Abordarea globald necesitd, in prima etapd, o selectie a celor mai bune
practici din domeniu, iar in cea de a doua etapd, adaptarea acestora la un
numitor comun agreat de toti partenerii internationali. Scopul este de a
dezvolta resurse educationale non-formale accesibile publicului larg,
adaptate necesitdtilor.

Explordrile teoretice preliminare au vizat revizuirea experientelor
globale ale invatarii. Studiile bibliografice aprofundate ale literaturii
stiintifice, inclusiv ale rapoartelor si punctelor de vedere publice formulate
de Comisia Europeand, au condus la documentarea stadiului actual si a
tendintelor privind abordarea globald a invatdrii, pentru integrarea
experientelor existente acumulate la nivelul Uniunii Europene.

Strategiile educationale prezentate in aceasta publicatie au fost
actualizate si adaptate unor contexte particulare. Ulterior selectdrii celor mai
adecvate metode de implementare a aborddrii globale, in contexte
pedagogice non-formale, au fost propuse resursele educationale ce pot fi
familiarizate mediilor de invatare cu specific national.

Prezenta publicatie va contribui la diseminarea invatdrii globale in
termeni de educatie non-formald, ”asigurdnd un parcurs sustinut de dezvoltare
economicd si coeziune sociald” (Costea, Cerkez and Sarivan, 2009), contribuind
astfel la educarea complexd a consumatorului. Resursele educationale
descrise au fost actualizate si adaptate contextului national, ulterior fiind
promovate in cadrul diferitelor instruiri si evenimente ale proiectului.

Diversitatea modalitdtilor de evaluare a programelor educationale non-

ARGUMENT

By using the concept "Global Education" the authors aim to highlight
the universal character of theories, methods and applications developed in
non-formal pedagogical contexts, in order to develop common abilities and
skills of European citizens, essential for a sustainable society.

The implementation of the global education can be achieved by
simultaneous implementing the similar non-formal education strategies in
more countries, but, adapted to individual aspects of each historical, social
and cultural field.

The identification and analysis of previous experiences, methods, case
studies and best practices described in the universal literature represents the
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foundation for promoting global education in non-formal pedagogical
contexts (Andronache, Bocos & Chis 2013).

This holistic approach has allowed for a selection of some of the best
practices in the field, to adjust them to a common denominator accepted by
all international partners, with the goal of developing non-formal
educational resources available to the general public and adapted to needs.

Preliminary theoretical explorations focused on reviewing global
learning experiences. The in-depth studies of the scientific literature,
including official reports and the public views expressed by the European
Commission, have led to the documentation of the current status and trends
of the global approach to learning, for the integration of the experiences of
the existing accumulated at the level of the European Union.

The educational strategies presented in this publication have been
updated and familiarized to particular settings. After selecting the most
appropriate methods of implementing the global approach in non-formal
pedagogical contexts, educational resources that can be adapted to the
national learning environments were proposed.

This publication will contribute to the dissemination of global learning
in terms of the non-formal education, in order ”to ensure a sustainable course
of economic development and social cohesion" (Costea, Cerkez and Sarivan, 2009),
contributing to the complex education of the consumer.

The described educational resources have been updated and adapted to
the national context by the authors, subsequently being promoted within the
various training and events of the project.

The contribution of the InfoCons non-governmental (NGO) Association
to the understanding of the learning by means of non-formal learning
instruments arising from the experience of cross-border collaborations for
more than 15 years. During this period the InfoCons Association participated

Teaching methods presented along with guidelines for implementation
are complementary resources to the project, designed and implemented for
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the general public, teachers, students, non-governmental organizations and
other multipliers.

The diversity of evaluating ways of non-formal educational programs
represented another challenge for the authors, the selection of the most
effective tools presented is based on quantitative research applied to a target
group of over 500 volunteer participants. The present study was rigorously
complied with all stages of content validation and structure of the
representative factors” dimensions.
